Activity/Project Description:  
 Classroom teacher collaborates with Dee Ni language instructor to create an 

initial set of translated school and classroom rules. These translations will be 
recorded as disks, DVDs, and printed materials. The teacher can then use these 



materials»”as is” and play them to the class; they can use the materials to 
memorize the content and teach it that way, or any combination. There will be 
supplemental worksheets and flashcards, and students will work to create an 
illustrated rulebook, room posters, and handouts. These materials can be saved 
and used for subsequent 1st Grades.
